This study was conducted to examine 1) pers*mal characteristics of employees in
Chiang Mai; 2) television program formats; and 3) televisign programming form :lation of the
preferred television programs. The data was collected by medns of interview schec :les from 155
samples of employees in Chiang Mai province and analyzed *;y using the SPSS/P(C
of the study were as follows:

More of the respondents were male. Their av{arage age was 30.90 ¢
received an average monthly income of 4,034.51 baht.

Most of the respondents watched television e\{eryday at an average )of 2-3 hours,
from 7.00 to 8.00 p.m. during weekdays and 8.00-9.00 p-m. Iduring the weekend.

Most of the respondents watched newscast‘ programs, followed" By dramatic
programs and game show programs, respectively.

| The formulation of the 9 types of television proLvam was as follows:
1. Newscast program: Most of the respond#nts liked to watch cthz

with 2 broadcasters no matter male or female especially id they are attractive, harming and
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credible. The type of news they liked was sports, presentinh news headlines widh the picture of
the broadcasters and a brief news picture. They also dreferred to watch u“»—to—date news
programs with simple materials and photographs as b#ckgrounds. They W“uld prefer the
programs to begin any time from 7.00 to 8.00 p.m. for 31 — bO minutes ending widh news in brief.

2. Game Shew program: The respondent#’ favorite program v«as “Millionaire
Millennium”. They preferred either a male or female| program host with: humor, clear
articulation, fashionable clothes and the game show shcfuld be a live one ‘u'hich requires
wittiness and completes in one presentation. They would pl’efer the programs to “)e presented on
Sunday, beginning any time from .00 to 2.00 pim. Tﬁe factor affecting th*ir decision on
watching game show was the type of game.

3. Documentary program The responPents’ most favoritdl program was
“National Geographic”. They preferred a male narrator and t‘me program to be pres“nted everyday,
beginning any time from 9.00 to 10.00 p.m. for 30|minute4s and completed in o“e presentation,
The factors affecting their decision on watching docum}sntary program werq the contents,
presentation techniques, simple language and accurate inforh-)ation presentation, “iarration at the
beginning and ending with impressive pictures of the next pr+sentation‘

4. Music program: The respondents’ mosk favorite program “‘Fs “Game Hot
Pleng Hit”. The respondents preferred either a male or feﬁale program host vx“th fashionable
clothes, good articulation jand knowledge of music/song. T’mey would prefer the“program to be
presented everyday, beginning any time from 12.00 a.m. t$ .00 p.m. They woﬂz]d also prefer
Thai songs in form of music video as well as a special mL}sic report, interview!lof singers and
questions and answers for prize. Singers and songs werelan important factor ilaffecting'their
decision on watching music programs.

5. Cinema program: The respondents pref}arred most to watch If"te program on
channel 7. They preferred Western action movies to be pr*zsented on Saturday, j*aeginning any
time from 10.00 to 11.00 p.m. for 2 hours with commercial abs in between and cin&ma criticism.

6. Drama program: The respondents prefebed most to watch l.“e program on
channel 3. They preferred to watch newly~written, huﬂorous, dramatic Thﬂi mini-series.
The program should be shown everyday, beginning any timei from 8.00 to 9.00 purn. The factor

affecting their decision on watching drama program was the cL)ntents‘
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7. Sports program: The respondents 1iked1 most to watch footb#ll events. They
prcf#:rrcd a male program host and a narrator with soudd knowledge of s;ﬂorts and good
anicﬁxlation. They preferred to watch a sports program startixﬁg with a highlight in{}ige and ending
with| an overall sports picture. They also preferred to watch |sport_s program for F’xour everyday
beginning any time from 9.00 to 10.00 p.m. through a spe#iﬁc channel which ﬂkesents various
kinds of sports. The program should include sports perspéctive by specialists, *musing sport
pictures and sportsmen interview. The factor affecting their #ecision on watching Hsports program
is excitement.

8 Variety program: The respondents’ m+st favorite program Nwas “Twilight
Shm*."’. They preferred two friendly and pleasant progrard hosts, either male #r female. The
program should be shown every Sunday, beginning any time|from 10.00 to 11.00 ]ﬂ.m. for hour.
They preferred a program made inside the studio with attr+ctive materials and ﬁhotographs as
backgrounds. The program should include a humorous sh+w and background ﬁresemation of
interesting events. The program should start with disﬁnguisl'iing points and end v“ith a highlight
image. The program host and the contents are likelj to det%rmine whether the pﬂogram will b
successful.

9. Comedy program: The respondents’ mo#t favorite program \#as “Kom-Bai
Klai+Kriet They preferred to watch the program everyday, #)eginning any time ﬁ#)m 12.00 am
to .00 p.m. for 15-30 minutes. They wouid prefer to watcl.1 the programs prese%ted in comic!
