This study had the objectives to study 1) The personal characteristics and socio-
economic status of the members and roles of Pak Phanang Agricultural Cooperative
Limited 2) the quality of life of the members 3) effects of the cooperative’s role on the
members’ life quality improvement, and 4) problems of the cooperative’s operation in
the opinion of the members and suggestions their for resolution problem solving. The
respondents were 100 members of the cooperative selected by systematic random
sampling procedure. The data were collected from interview forms designed in
accordance with the objectives of the study, and were analyzed by means of the
Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS/PC).

It was found that most of the members were male, with an average age of 53.63
years, and had finished primary school. Their average number of household members
was 5 people, and most of them had an average of 10.85 years membership in the

cooperative. They had 4 information sources on average and 99.00% of the information



was from television. The average cultivating area per household was 16.34 rai's. The
average annual family income was 527,0190.00 baht/year, where  453,537.00
baht/household/year was from farming and 73,482.60 baht/household/year was from
off-farm income. The total farming expenditure was 290,728.50 baht/year, 8,152.63
baht/year was from cropping and 183,262.00 household/year was from animal raising.
Off-farm expenditure, food and others, had the average amount of 35,130.00
baht/household/year and 71,987.36 baht/ household/year, respectively. The average
net income was 237,241.00 baht/ household/year

In the aspect of the cooperative’s role, it was found that 71.00% of the members
borrowed an average amount of 69,000.00 baht. The average debt per member was
80,130.00 baht while their average share capital value in the cooperative per member
was 24,000.30 baht. Members borrow money, both short-term and medium-term loans
from the cooperative. Their major objective of borrowing was for agricultural production.
54.93% of the members were able to pay debt on the due date, 42.00% of them deposit
money to the cooperative, 45.00% of the members used the cooperative’s purchasing
service with an average of 43,999.16 baht per member. Most of them purchased
production inputs, with the intention to support the cooperative’s operation and to get
dividend proportionate to their purchasing. In the cooperative’s selling business only
15.00% of the members sold their produce with an average value of 4,988.50 baht per
member to the cooperative due to no provision on selling business to the members.
About 75.00% of the member had received the cooperative’s training and carreer
extension services with an average of 2.48 times per member. It was found that most of
the members received agricultural information from group’s chairman about seed
improvement.

In the aspect of the quality of life of the members’ household, 31 out of 39
indicators or 79.49% were in acceptable standard, while 8 indicators or 20.51% did not
reach acceptable standard.

In the aspect of effect of roles of the cooperative on the improvement of the
member’s quality of life. It was found that 4 variables had the significant relationship.

Farming income, and training and carreer extension services had very highly significant



relationship (0C = 0.01) with the coefficient values of 0.00004, and 3.124 respectively.
Land utilization, and selling business had highly significant relationship (oC = 0.10) with
the coefficient value of 0.30 and 0.00004, respectively

In the aspect of operational problems of the cooperative, it was found
that the cooperative depended on a loan from Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural
Cooperatives and the Cooperative Promotion Department. Most of the members had
their major objective to borrow money. The member was not able to pay debts and
unpaid interest, the managerial staff have low level experience to run business. And

there were too few cooperative extension officers to take care of the services.
