The study has two objectives 1) To study the careers and further education needs
after graduation. of the second — year high vocational students of Chiangmai Commercial school.
2) To study the factors affecting career and further education after graduation of second-year
high vocational students of Chiangmai Commercial school. The Survey samples are 234 second
— year high vocational students who are majoring in accounting, business computer and
marketing at Chiangmai Commercial school which is quota sampling. The survey was done by
using questinnaire designed to serve the objectives of the study and the data was collected by
analysing data using SPSS programme.

The result of this study shows that most of the students are female, age between
19-20, came from other districts in Chiangmai. Most of the samples are studying in accounting
and business computer. The average grade is between 2.00-2.50. The students themselves make

their own decision to further their studies. Their parents are farmers. Their family’s income is
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between 5,000-10,000 baht per month. Their parent’s education are in primary school and
support them to do further study.

The study of 4 factors affecting their career are family, society, economic and
education. The study found that students who need to work depend on their parents’ desires.
Besides they need to have more experience before doing further studying, to earn their living by
themselves and the result of their studies did not meet the score of the institutes in which they
planned to study.

The study of factors affecting further education are family, society, economic and
education. The study found that the students want to continue studying because their parents
want them to do the further studies in higher level in Bachelor’s degree in order to get the job for
their better living and to have more academic knowledge.

For the study of relationship between factors of the students themselves and the
need of working and further studying, it was found that the factors of the students themselves
related to the need to work and to do further studying are sex, hometown, grade average and their
mother or supporter’s career.

The factors of the students themselves are age, major subject, father or supporter’s

career and the family income are not related to the need to work and further studying.
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
