social backgrounds of |the teachers at private vocatbnal schools in Chiangmaﬁ; 2) to
1 investigate how those fteachers participate in the a¢ademic management and; 3) to
analyze those teachefs' problems, obstacles as i;vell as their suggestions while
participating in the aca&#emic management,

The subje¢ts were 154 teachérs from .anna Polytechnic Collegje and

Chiangmai Commercial| College. The tools were queslionnaires collected from Fébruary
to April, 2001 The ddta was statistically analyzed by using the SPSS/PC” cohputer
program.

Results of |this study revealed that most of the respondants were male
bachelor degree gradpates. Their average age v»{as 32 years old. The alverage
teaching experience ws\ls 7 years.
