The objectives of this research were to study 1) personal, economic and social characteristics
of tourists visiting Lan Son Sam Bai (Pinus kesiya Area) in Phu Soi Dao National Park, Uttaradit
province, and 2) their demands for management of facilities in Phu Soi Dao National Park. The data
was collected by means of pretested questionnaires from 30 male and 30 female Thai and foreign
tourists of over 18 years old, visiting Lan Son Sam Bai (Pinus kesiya Area), Phu Soi Dao, Uttaradit
province during April — September 2002 and selected by quota sampling. The collected data was
then analyzed with the use of the SPSS. The findings were as follows:

The tourists were 32 years old on average. Most of them held a bachelor degree and a
vocational training diploma, were employees, earned an average of 56,393.33 bath in the year
2001,and were residents of Uttaradit province. Most tourists wanted Phu Soi Dao National Park to

be an ecotourism attraction and improved in 10 aspects. Nature study trail: The tourists wanted
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a nature study trail map which includes the starting point, brochures in Thai and English, handrails,
wooden boardwalks as well as benches and small pavilions. Waste disposal system:  The tourists
wanted separated bins for wet and dry wastes which should be buried or burnt in specifically arranged
places. They also wanted regulations on waste littering to be enforced. Sewage management
system: The tourists wanted sewage to be stored in large earth ponds where wastes can be
decomposed by microorganisms and oxygen before the treated sewage is released to water resources.
Toilets: The park should provide more than one lavatory. Bathrooms must be separated from
sanitary, non-seat toilets, away from water resources. Signs: The tourists wanted the park to provide
signs to represent and acknowledge the 1961 National Park Bill, tourist attraction spots and trekking
directions. All signs should be accompanied by Thai and English captions. Guidebook for nature
study: The tourists wanted a guidebook which enables them to study plant, bird and wildlife species,
animals’ footprints and insects. Special programs: The tourists wanted to have an officer to guide
them on nature study from 9.30 to 12.00 a.m. on holidays, to show slides and videos on tourist
attractions from 8.00 to 9.00 a.m., and to guide them to study wild flowers and watch birds from
August to January every year. Tourist Center: The tourists wanted one center on Lan Son Sam Bai
(Pinus kesiya Area) to provide brochures, posters of tourist spots as well as officers and guides, labor
contacts, restaurants and camping tools. Accommodations: The tourists wanted the park to provide
24-hour security guards, regulations for accommodations and camping, electricity supply during 6.00
—9.00 p.m. and there should be more than one camping area and bungalow. Security service: The
tourists wanted 24-hour security guards at security service spots, security check in the area of Phu
Soi Dao waterfall and the entrance-exit areas of Lan Son Sam Bai (Pinus kesiya Area) from 6.00

a.m. to 6.00 p.m. every day.
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
