The objectives |of this research were to stquy (1) personal and
conomic characteristics c1f Banmaeharn villagers; (|:{!) implementation of the

:ommurﬁity Forest Establishment Project and the viIlagers“participation in community

est e‘ﬁtablishment; (3)| dissemination of informatiorH about community forest
conservation  and (4) the villagers' problems and cﬂnstacles concerning
participation in the implemebtation of the project. The reéfbondents were 180 family
leaders in Banmaeharn Village. Mu 4, Bankad Sub-d#trict. Masariang District,
Maehongson. The data we"e collected by means of que:#ionnaires and analyzed by
using the Statistical Package‘ for the Social Sciences progre#n (SPPS/PC™)
The research ﬁnPings revealed that BanmaehaHn villagers had an average
age of 44 years. Most of |them had completed primar;“ education. The average

number of family memberslwas 5. They were mostly eH19aged in farming. Their

average annual income was [15.465 baht.
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For the parti¢ipation level in community fonﬂast conservation, it was found
that Banmaeharn villagerls had a moderate level of partkhipation in the activities of the
probIFm identification, pl:#nning. implementation stagesHZ) follow-up, and evaluation.

They obtain#d information about commurﬁty forest conservation mostly
through the radio, teleqision, the public address S)lr#tem and from Banmaeharn
villagers who has per*ious training in community Pprest conservation forest fire
prevention, and afforestaition. The community forest wﬂs utilized for wood and forest
products, recreation area’s, and sources of water suppIyH

The three m&#st important reasons for Banrﬂaeham villager's participation
in conservation were: ‘1) their interest and realizaticﬂ] of the importance of forest
resource and their desirﬁa to keep it as a source of w#ter supply; (2) their hope for
benefits form the commqnity forest; and (3) their hope”o get rid of consequences of
fores# problem. Their p#articipation in community forth conservation activities was
mostly through group (*iscussions. followed by grogtb representatives and direct
participation.

Frequent p@blems and obstacles in comnﬁmity forest conservation were:
the limited finance of tr*e village; lack of financial SL“JDOF'[ from governmental and

private agencies; forest 1ires during the dry season:; aer shortages of facilities in the

areas of community forest.
