Cooperative members, fang district, Chiang Mai proche, 199972000 crop year and
2) factors affecting the*ir agricultural credit needs. e data was collected from 17
members obtaining shdr-term credit and analyzed w||h the use of percentage, mean
and!muitiple regression.

The result{; of the study showed that nﬂ)st of the cooperative members
were male, married, 37145 years old on average, and Ihad completed a primary schoo!l
Their average number df family members was 3.98 ancH average family labor, 2.85. They
have been members oflthe cooperative for an averagH of 6.07 years and had average
land holding of 20.68 r+i per person. Their average f;Hrm income was 290,550.80 ban:
per person: average fdrm expenses, 247,054.60 baf{ per person; average off farm

income, 416 76 badt per person; average off - faan expenses, 54,395.29 baht por
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person. average farm |investment. 7,773.10 baht pﬁr person; average off - farm
nvestiment, 15.434.78 baht per person; average saving,|9.841.18 baht per person; and
average debt, 13,411.76 l})aht per person.

The multiplq regression analysis showed hat four factors i.e. farm size,
off-farm income, farm exqenses and off-farm expenses infected the members’ needs for
agricultural credit, at the #igniﬁcance level of 0.01. The Hariation coefficient of farm size
was 203.009; off-farm ihcome, 8.530; farm expensed|7.867; and off-farm expenses.
6.848. These four factor# could explain 32.80% of thH members’ agricultural credit
needs; the remaining 61.20% was influenced by othHﬂr factors not specified in the
equation
