The objectives of this research were to study 1) level of perception of
“Village Fund” of people in Sansai District, Chiang Mai., and 2) problem and comment
for perception about “Village Fund” of people in Sansai District, Chiang Mai. Data were
collected by using questionnaires with 400 samples, randomized by accidental
samplings of people living in Sansai District, Chiang Mai and analyzed with the use of
the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences ( SPSS for Windows).

The results of the study showed that most of the people were male and
between 40 — 49 years old, agriculturist, had a primary school background and had
income lower than 5,000 baht per month. Most of the people were member of “Village
Fund” for 7 — 12 months.

The study also showed that mean of the perception of “Village Fund” was
at a high level. Advertising has perception at a moderate level. Village’s advertising was
at a high level, government's advertising and media were at a moderate level.
Procedure of community and village fund had perception at a high level. Arrangement,

procedure and practice and benefit of the country were at a high level. Procedure of



the village fund from each village had perception at a moderate level. Methods of loan —
return the pay was at a high level, deposit — withdraw and buying stock — dividend were
at a moderate level. Participation of people in the village had perception at a high level
to the selection of a committee, fixed procedure of the village fund and meeting were at
a high level. Volunteer of members of the village fund had perception at a high level to
qualifications of volunteers, acts of the members and benefits for the members were at
a high level. Benefit of village fund had perception at a high level by capital in the
village, saving in the village and support in the village were at a high level.

The study also showed that the perception of problems and suggestions
were closely related between the people who faced the problems and the others who
did not. The major problems were that they lacked of knowledge and the distortion of
disciplines and practice. The resolution to eliminate the problems was that the
government authorities should inform and support them to know and realize in their
common interests rather than personal interests, so they would keep their public
interests to their own villages.

The assumption test indicated that the villagers of each village in Sansai
district, Chiangmai has significantly recognition levels in the village fund only in terms of
activity participation and it was also found that they has different recognition levels in the
village fund.

The result of this study the government authorities will be able to
implement and has more selections of communication systems to create good

understanding for the people in Sansai district, Chiangmai about “Village Fund”.
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
