The objectives of this study were to investigate personal and socio — economic
characteristics of peasant villagers and their attitudes towards the working procedures of
Khun Kong Watershed Management Unit (KKWMU ) in the utilization of forest, soil and
water resources. The data were collected by means of interview schedules from 166
randomly selected heads of families from December 2001 to January 2002 and analyzed

by the SPSS/PC". The findings were as follows:

The respondents were 39 years old on average, possessed 13.45 Rai of
agricultural land, and had an average annual family income of 21,704.36 Baht. The
majority were male, married, had an average of 5 family members, did not have formal

education and earned incomes mainly from highland rice cultivation.
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Almost all respondents had positive attitudes towards soil and water utilization
and conservation, as well as improvement of watershed areas by means of diversified
farming, planting vetiver grass to prevent soil erosion, and maintaining forest as it serves

as water sources, wildlife habitats, sources of food and medicinal herbs, and recreational sites.
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
