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ABSTRACT
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The objectives of this research were to investigate 1)
personal and socio-economic characteristics of the members of
Chiangkham Land Settlement Cooperative, Ltd.:s 2) their
satisfaction with the operation of the cooperative; and 3) their
problems and obstacles concerning the cooperative’s operation.
The data were collected by means of interview schedules from
samples of the cooperative’s members, selected by the systematic

random sampling, and analyzed by using the SPSS computer program.

The results revealed that most of the respordents
male, married, 45.56 years old on average, and had completed
primary level of education. Their average number of family
members was 5; only 2 contributed to family labor. Their average
farming land was 11.03 rais : 5.71 rais in and 5.38 rais outside

the 1land settlement zone. Within the land settlement zone,



was used for growing rice, fruit crops and field crops

Their average total income was 38,600 baht 34,476.85 baht
farming income and 4,859.43 baht non-farming income. They held
an average of 133.96 stocks and have been members to the
cooperative for 10.68 years on average. In addition, 19.80
percent were members of the Farmers’ Groups 9 percent members of
Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives’ Client
Group; 8.60 percent members of other groups such as the Village
Cremation Group and the Job Promotion Groups;. and 3.70 percent
members of the Chiangkham Agricultural Cooperative, Ltd. It was
found that 21.60 percent of the respondents were committee

of the Village Education and Religion; 8 percent committee of the
Sub-district Administrative Organization; and 4.60 percent

committee of Chiangkham Land Settlement Cooperative, Ltd.

The study revealed that the members’ satisfaction with

operation of the cooperative was at a "high" 1level. The
aspects of operation ranking from high to low satisfaction were
as follows: 1) group selling of paddy; 2) selection of the
cooperative’s members; 3) money depositing; 4) group buying;
5) credit; and 6) job promotion, training and education. The
respondents were also found to have the "highest" level of
satisfaction with the following activities of the cooperative: 1)
buying paddy at a 0.10 baht higher price than the market prices;
2) transportation services of agricultural materials and
products; being members to the cooperative by the people

preoccupying the 1land to obtain land rights; and 4) weighing
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paddy by using standard scales. Other activities were found to

be at a "high" level of satisfaction.

It was also revealed that the members’ problems
obstacles concerning the operation of the cooperative was at a
"low" level and those ranking from low to high were as follows:
1 money depositing; 2) selection of the cooperative’s members;
3) group selling of paddy 4) group buying; 5) credit; and 6)
job promotion, training and education. All activities of

cooperative were stated to have a "low" level of problems
