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This research aiphec to analyze the various factors that
affect the demanl for agricultural l:jns by members of
the Mae-Suay Agricultural Cooperative Ltd., ae-Suay District,
Chiangrai Province, by tonsidering the relationship among economic
and social variables ipcluding the attitude of the cooperative
members. The results of this study will serve as a guideline in
development of ctoperatives in the futtre.
Research data wer% collected by means of jinterview schedule

from the members of MaetSuay Agricultural Cooperative Ltd., using
stratified random| sampling. The 327 samples were grouped

according to sites and|the results were then apalyzed to test the

hypotheses through thelcoefficient of corre]atﬁon.
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The results jof the study showed thatf Loth agricultura and
non-agricultural incomes were cofrelatled with the demand  “or
agricultural lodns by members asiindidated by r = 0.5997 and
0.194 respectively, which is stétist'cally significtnt at P
0.001. This meant that. an increaseiof 1jo baht in the income from
both agricultural and non-agricutural caused an increase of 59
baht and 19 baht, respectively. In the analysis of r, it was found
that income from both agricultural and non-agricultural activities
were linearly correlabed with agricultural leans. This finding was
a diversion frot the hypothesis oﬁ-the t:udy which sfated that

income from bot ricultural means were

agricultural andi non-
non-linearly cortelated. This might hhve been caused by the
cdnfidence of the members .hat increaspd income would provide
them greater opp?rtunity to pay ba#k the‘loan and a hiéher chance

for .heir loan o* credit request t& be abproved.

Production e*penses were also dound ﬁo affect the demands for
agricultural loads by cooperabivé members with a ﬁtatistical
significance at 04001, and r value 0.9459. This means that 100
baht increase in agricultural prodpctioI expenses would cause
an| increase of 94 baht in the member’s demands ‘or agricultural
loans; this was conformed to the regearch results| and the

Factors such|as members’ age, educaﬁional attainmebt, number
of members in obe|household, farm sifze, éavings, other ﬁebts, and
quantity of loanﬁ lent by cooperatives were found not\to affect
