The purpos}as of this research were to Ln,xamine 1) need4 to do private
business of undergrac*uate students in Chiangmai; |2) their attitudes "towards doing
private business and Pducational systems affectingj private busines#; and 3) their
problems and obstacleef concerning doing private buaness. The data we}re collected by
means of questionnaire's from 380 students selected by stratification rarﬁdom sampling
from those in 4 institute#: Chiangmai University, Payapﬁ University, Maejo‘University and
Rajaphat Institute of Criiangmai. The data were analytzed with the use df the SPSS for
Windows. The findings \4/ere as follows:

The percent?ge of graduate students want.ing to do their owd business was
80 and that of those c|onsidering inadequate experi*snce the most likély obstacle to
doing private business Was 50.7

The findings|of the hypothesis test revealecti that the personal]factor, i.e. sex

was not correlated with qheir want to do private busine#s. For psychologicbl factors, field

of study was found t*o be correlated with their v«%ant to do private business, but
educational institute w+s not. The social factor, i.e. p%rents' occupation} was correlated
with their want to do| private business. The cultural factor, .e. hometown had no
correiation with their waint to do private business.

The hypoth}asis test on attitudes towards\ doing private bu$iness revealed
that sex did not cau*se difference in attitudes to%/ards doing private business of
undergraduate studentl's in every way. Field of studif caused significant difference in
attitudes towards adv+ntages of doing private bu#iness while educbtional institute
caused difference in at’litudes towards educational sfstems and goverr{ment sector as
well as advantages of Private business. The social vféctor. i.e. parents’ bocupation did
not cause difference ih attitudes towards'doing prtvate business of Iundergraduate
students in every wayl The cultural factor, hometoy/n. did not causé difference in
attitudes towards dding|private business in every way #ither.

The hypoth#sis test on obstacles.to doir}g private busines%s indicated no

correlation between all t*pctors and the graduate studehts' want to do private business.
