The main ol#jectivcs of this study were 1) #o find out key economic sectors of
Chiang Mai province, 2) 10 study and analyze the impacts ¢f these key economic sectors on the
growth of Chiang Mai prc}vince, 3) to study the impacts of [thesc key economic sectors on other
economic sectors in Chia#g Mai province, and 4) to study Ithe economic factors influencing the
growth of Chiang Mai pro’vincc.

The results of the study showed that there werc‘ 7 key economic sectors in
Chiang Mai province 1# services, banking, insurance }md real estate, transportation and
communication, manuf#cturing, construction, clectricijy and water supply, and public
administration and defen{:e. The key economic sectors w;hich had impacts on the growth of
Chiang Mai province WCr}e construction, electricity and wa#er supply, public administration and
defence, and transportatioh and communication.

The impact 4nalysis of the key economic sectc}rs on other economic sectors can be

summarized as follows:

a Producd of services affected the products gbf mining and quarrying, wholesale
and retail trade, and owndrship of dwellings; the changes ixi the products of services caused the
products of these three ecc}nomic sectors to change in the saxine direction.

@) Productsi of transportation and communica*ion affected the products of
agriculture; the changes ix* the products of transportation an#! communication caused the products
of agriculture to change inl the same direction,

?3) Product# of manufacturing affected the prqducts of agriculture, mining and
quarrying, and wholesale #md retail trade; the changes in Lbe products of manufacturing caused
the products of economic bectors, except those of agricultuxie, to change in the same direction.

4) Products|of construction, banking, insuranc}c and real estate had no impaet
on other economic scctor$ in Chiang Mai province.

5) Product:# of public administration and defebcc affected the products of
agriculture; the changes i#x the products of public ad1ninistr+tion and defence caused the products
of agriculture to change u# the same direction.

6) Productﬁ of electricity and water supply affected the products of agriculture,
mining and quarrying, wh+>lesale and retail trade, and owncr'ship of dwellings; the changes in the
products of electricity ax#d water supply caused changes |in the products of other economic
sectors, except the products of ownership of dwellings, to clﬁange in the opposite direction,

The only ecdmomic factor that influenced the)growth of Chiang Mai province was
commercial bank credit i.# the changes in this factor was in Lhe same direction as the growth rate

of Chiang Mai province.
