The objectives of this research were to find out 1) personal characteristics i.e.
sex, age, income, and education of vendors in Chiangmai; 2) their behavior in
consuming television programs; and 3) television formats and program structure
required.

The hypothesis of this study was “the vendors with different ages have different
opinions and needs for television formats and program structure”. The data was
collected by means of interview schedules from 204 samples of vendors in Chiangmai
and analyzed by using the SPSS/PC". The results were:

1.Personal characteristics of the vendors

Most of the respondents were female (58.80%), 34.53 years old on average.
They had an average income of 9,475 baht/month. Twenty-four point fifty percent of

them had a secondary level of education.



2.Behavior in television program consuming

The respondents 40 years old or younger made a random selection until they
found an interesting program while the respondents over 40 years old chose to watch
the program they usually watched continuously.

3.The selection of television program

The respondents not over 40 years old preferred newscast programs most,
followed by documentary and sports programs respectively. The respondents over 40
years old watched the newscast programs most, followed by drama and cinema
programs respectively.

4. Television program formats and structure

4.1. Newscast Program. The respondents not over 40 years old preferred a
news reporter with good knowledge of reported news and pictures of the news
displayed as a background. They suggested that the news reporting should provide
more details and facts. The respondents over 40 years old wanted a news reporter with
good personality and the use of simple material and graphic as background. They
recommended more presentation of news with impacts on public.

4.2. Drama Program. The criterion for selecting dramas to watch of the
respondents not over 40 years old was the actors. They preferred to watch
advertisements during the program. The respondents over 40 years old chose dramas
to watch in terms of contents. They did not mind whether there would be any
advertisements during the program.

4.3. Sports Program. The respondents not over 40 years old liked to
watch “Jor Sa-naam” most. They preferred the sports program to be shown on Saturday
for 60 minutes. The problem needed to be solved was the length of the program which
was too short. The respondents over 40 years old preferred to watch “Suek Adsawin
Dam” most. They wanted the program to be shown daily for 30 minutes, and agreed
that there were too many advertisements during the program, and this should be

improved.



4.4. Game Show Program. The respondents not over 40 years old
preferred the master of the ceremony to dress up in a unique style of the program. They
wanted the games requiring wittiness, to be presented on Saturday 09.00-10.00 p.m.
The problem pointed out was the repetition of the guests participating in the program.
The respondents over 40 years old preferred a witty master of the ceremony in a formal
dress. They liked to watch the program in which participants had to use their own
personal skills, to be broadcast everyday from 10.00-11.00 p.m. They recommended a
wide variety of games.

4.5. Music Program. The favorite program of the respondents not over
40 years old was “Bang Bang Bang” program. They preferred both male and female
eloquent masters of the ceremony, and modern Thai string songs presented with music
video. The problem stated was too many advertisements. The respondents over 40
years old preferred to watch “Vae-Tee Thai” most. They wanted a good-looking or
beautiful female master of the ceremony and country music presented in the form of
concert. The boring pattern of the program was a problem and should be improved.

4.6.Cinema Program. The respondents not over 40 years old watched the
movie program on channel 3.They preferred action movies, broadcast on Saturday for
90 minutes during 10.00-11.00 p.m. The respondents over 40 years old watched the
program on channel 7 everyday from 10.00-11.00 a.m. They preferred a comedy.

4.7.Documentary Program. The respondents not over 40 years old wanted a
60-minute program. The technique that impressed them was liveliness and the program
ended with the highlight of the next presentation. The respondents over 40 years old
wanted the program to be broadcast for only 30 minutes. The technique that captured
them was how the program made the audiences feel like they were in that situation, and
the program ended with the highlight of that presentation.

4.8 Variety Program. The respondents not over 40 years old preferred to
watch “Tee Sib (At Ten)” most. The program should start with the highlight of the
program and end with behind the scene shots. The problem needed to be solved most

was the repetition of the format. The respondents over 40 years old preferred “Twilight



Show” most. They wanted to watch the program everyday. The program should start
with the pictures of the participants and end with the impressive shots, and the problem
needed to be solved was the master of the ceremony of the program talked too much.
4.9.Comedy Program. The respondents not over 40 years old preferred to
watch a comedy in which comedians played as a group. They preferred the “Chuan
Chuen Group” most, and their most favorite comedian was Jim Chuan Chuen. The
repetition of the gags was the major problem that should be improved. The respondents
over 40 years old wanted to watch a comedy performed as a play. They preferred the
“Note Chern Yim Group” most, and their most favorite comedian was Note Chern Yim.
What needed to be improved was the action of the comedians that was too obscene.

It could be concluded that the set hypothesis was verified.
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
