The  objectives of this study were to investigate: 1)  personal and
socioeconomic  characteristics of members of Mae Wang Onion Growers Cooperative,
td. 2) roles of Mae Wang Onion Growers Cooperative, Ltd and 3] the members
problems and constraints of members on the mplementation of Mae Wang
Growers Cooperative, Ltd.  The respondents in this study consisted of 157 members of
Mae Wang Onion Growes Coopertive, Ltd., selected by systematic random sampling The
instrument used for data collection was pretested interview schedule, The data were
summaried in terms of frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviatiol

The results showed that most of the cooperative’s members were
44 years old on average, married, and had attained higher primary education. They had
in average of nembers pe family; 3 of these worked on the farm. Most of the
members owned an average of 5 rai of onion-growing land, obtained an average yield of

3,953 kg/rai and an annual income of 73,215 baht, and have been cooperative members

for an average of 4 ve:
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For the cooperative’s roles in procurement of production factors,
marketing, agricultaral extension, and administration of the cooperrative’s coommittee, it
was reported by the members that the cooperative played the roles at a moderate level,
following the cooperative’s policy and regulations.

For problems and constraints concerning the implementation of the Mae
Wang Onion Growers Cooperative, Ltd., it was found that the problems related to the
procurement of farm inputs were delay in distributing onion seeds and insufficient
storage. The marketing problems included delay in the slow payment for the onion, there
by putting the members in a very tight situation. The agricultural extension the problem
was the onion production planning. The major problem concerning the administration of
the cooperative was the lacked of personal with the expertise in management, especially
in marketing which is believed to be the most important factor affecting the

implementation of the cooperaties.
