They

would buy their seco~ houses in 2-3 years.

In the purfhasers' opinions. houses Shop Id be of lower pri~es and located in

suburbs with convenitnt communications. Theyagr~ed on suitable s~le promotion. The

major problems aftet buying were slow after-salr services and ~igh infrastructure

charges. ThE~ houses thould be improved both in a~pearance and co~struction material.
