The objectives of this research were : 1) to describe personal, economic
and social characteristics of first line administrators in the office of the president, Maejo
University, Chiangmai; 2) to investigate their competencies in office administration; 3) to
test the correlation between their competencies in office administration and gender. The
study sample comprised 38 first line administrators in the office of the president, Magjo
University, Chiangmai. The data - collecting instrument was a questionnaire which had
been tested for content validity and objectivity. The data were collected from July to
August 2001 and analyzed by using the SPSS/PC".

The results showed that the respondents had an average age of 45 years,
and had received a Bachelor's degree. They had an average income of 16,429 Baht per
month and their Position Classification (P.C.) was level 7 with average work experience

of 18 years. Most of them are women.



For the competencies in office administration of the first line administrators,
the results indicated that the majority of respondents had a middle level of competency
in office administration, a high level of competency in the technical skills of organizing
and directing, and a high level of competency in the conceptual skills of planning and
controlling.

The test for a correlation between the respondents’ competencies found that

gender had no correlation in competencies in office administration.
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
