The objective of the research project was to study the consequence
concerning the establishment of the Botanical Garden Organization (BGO) on near by
communities at Mae Mhae and Mae Sa Mai village, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai
Province. Information was gathered by questionnaire form and analyzed by SPSS
program. Informants were mostly head of the families and were represented by 35
families of Mae Mhae and 153 families of Mae Sa Mai village. They were mostly male
with the average age of 42 years old and half of them were uneducated. Their
occupations were upland farmers and they were born in the village.The average number
per household was 5 persons and only 3 were employed. They owned their land by

occupying it without official document.
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The consequences concerning the establishment of BGO on rural people were as

follows:

1. Economical aspect; villagers earned higher income, however, they also
spent more, while their agriculture yield was still more or less the same. Moreover the
facilities in the village had been improved and developed, to the extent that it was much
better than before.

2. Social impact; the educational value had been recognized. Paticipation in
society, traditional way of life and religious activites were immensely improved.
However, time for leisure and their families were still the same.

3. Environmental impact; villagers thought that the environment was effected
badly; water quality was poorer and insufficient for consumption in summer. Soil was
more impoverish and much more erosion. However, there were more forest conservation
around both villages so they felt that there was not much change of the environment. On
the other hand, the villagers were worried that they could not occupy more land for their

offsprings.
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
