This thesis, #ntitled, Lifestyle of Master Degre“) of Business Administration Students
in Meado University, Cﬁiang Mai University, and Payap ”Jniversity, had two main objectives.
Those were to study th# lifestyle of the students studyi“g in master Degree Program of the
business administration o*f three tertiary educational institu%s, and the common variables of their
life-style.

Six hundred Fnd ninety-two students were the”population of this study, consisting of
195 students from MaeJc# University, 267 students from Cﬂiang Mai University, and 230 students

from Payap University. T+vo hundred and sixty samples wﬁre selected by the use of multi-stage

cluster random sampling‘technique. Data were collected, |using a set of questionnaires, which
was formulated, after ar#alyzing from the interviewing daﬁ. Then, SPSS for Windows program
was applied to analyze th}ose data by using frequency distriﬂ;ution, means, and standard deviation.

The descriptive data weré grouped and described.
