The objectives of lhis research were (1) to study tuition rate policies| of part-time
undergraduate students; (2) to bomparc tition rate structures of part-time and full-time Jndergradu:nc
wdentt (3) 0 compare tuition rate structures of part-time undergraduate sludcr{ls of Maejo
fmiversity with those of other tertiary institutes in Chiang Mai; (4) to study future cfchls of tition
rate increase on undergraduate sl*ldcnts; and (5) to study the university's financial ahminis\ralinn
trends in the future. The responhcnm were 170 Maejo University's part-time on u dergraduate
students randomly sampled by using the methods proposed by Tull and Hawkins. The data were

Hlected by means of questionnaires, by interviewing the university’s administrators -Js well as by

anzlyzing the university s budgets, and then analyzed by using the SPSS/PC’

The results were as follows
The current tuition Halcs of part-ime undergraduates were close to thoke -of lower
education levels and the university did not continuously raise its tuition fees. The fee#; practically

remained unchanged until the university faced financial problems.
