Most 0( their income

was from agriculture. at an ajvcrage of 133,535.17 baht per y~ar per family and it Iwas used for

buying non-durable goods at t" average of75.219.91 baiht per yFar.

Thc clicnts wcrt mostly in debt with the Bank I for Agriculture andl Agricultural

Cooper.tives at an average ff 77. ) 25.85 baht and they owped property most)~ in fom1 of

buildings. :ach clicllt had avtage savings deposit of 16l326.1 O ~aht. fixed deposit 4f 15.039.83

baht and spccial savings dcp~sit of 51.156.62 baht.
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The study of I factors affecting savings deposi~ of the Bank for ~gricultu:-~ and

Agricultural Cooperative', clients showed that incdme. exfenses on non-dura~le goods, debts

and property significantly tffected the clients' depdsit at t~e confidence of 95to Income and

property were positively c~rrelated with deposit while expe1ses on non-durable toods and debts

\\'ere negatively correlated tith their deposit.

The study of f.ctors affecting fixed deposit shofed that income, de~ts and property

significantly affected their ~eposit at the confidence Of95%. fncome and property jwere positively

correlated while debt show~d negative relationship to their deposit.

The study of +ctors affecting special savings 4eposit of the clieqts showed that

income and number of dep~ndents significantly affected the~r deposit at the con~dence of 95%.

lncome positively correlat~ while number of dependents ~ere negatively cl)rre~ated wit" their

deposit.

The study on deposit promotion by dIe B for Agriculture ~d Agricultural

Cooperatives showed that t e majority of the clients ~ould I ke the Bank to pr:+ote deposit by

visiting them at home and ncouraging them to deposit thei money in the B~ because they

thoug~t that the Bank was more stable than any oilier fm cial institution. Wh~t disappointed

them was insufficiency in parking space. Besides, they wpuld like the Bank ,0 increase the

amount of insurance for d~aged agricultural products cause~ by natural disasters.
