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The main o*jectives of this study were I) to fmd out key economic sectors of

Chicmg Mai province, 2) ~o study and analyze the impacts 4f these key economic sectors on the

growth of Chiang Mai prqvince, 3) to study the impacts oflthese key economic sectors on other

economic sectors in Chia*g Mai province, and 4) to study ~e economic factors influencing the

growth of Chiang Mai prctvince.

The results or the study showed that there werel 7 key economic sectors in

Chiang Mai province i.~. services, banking, insurance ~nd real estate, transportation and

communication, manuf,cturing, construction, ~lectricitY and water supply, and public

administration and defenfe. The key economic sectors ~ich had impacts on the growth of

Chiang Mai province wer~ construction, electricity and water supply, public administration and

defence, and transportatio~ and communication.

The impact ~nalysis of the key economic sectqrs on other economic sectors can be

summarized as follows

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(I) Produc~ of services affected the products ~f mining and quanying, wOOJesale

and retail trade, and ownqrship of dwellings; tlle changes i~ tlle products of seIVices caused the

products of these three ecqnomic sectors to change in the sa~e direction.

(2) Produc~ of transportation and communication affected the products of

agriculture; the changes i9 t11e products of transportation an~ communication caused the products

of agriculture to change i~ the same direction.

(3) Produc~ofmanufacturing affected the pr9ducts ofagriculture, miningand

quanying, and wholesale ~nd retail trade; the changes in qJe products of manufacturiDg caused

tlle products of economic ~ectors, except those of agricultu~e, to change in tlle same dir«tion.

(4) Productsl of construction, banking, insuranqe and real estate bad no impact

on otller economic sector+ in Chiang Mai province.

(5) Product1 of public administration and defepce affected the products of

agriculture; the changes i~l the products of public administrttion and defence caused the products

of agriculture to change ~ the same direction.

(6) Produc~ of electricity and water supply affected the products of agriculture,

mining and quarrying, whrlesale and retail trade, and owne~ship of dwellings; the changes in the

other f;Conomicproducts of electricity arfi water supply caused changes lin t1le products of

sectOrs, except the produc~ of ownership of dwellings, to c~ange iIl tlle opposite direction.

The only ec~nomic factor that influenced the IgrOwtll of Chiang Mai province was

commercial bank credit i.~ the changes in this factor was in fhe same direction as t11e growth rate

of Chiang Mai province.
