Perceptions among teache- in Mdagjo University” was conducted to examine: 1) “actors
affecting the lieacners’ perception knowledge and obstacles on information

superhighway, 2} reationships between these faclors and the teachers’ information
superhighway percep.on know 2dge and obstacles; and 3) relationshics between their
knowledge on .nformatio~ stoerhighway and obstacles they felt inhibite2 their
nformation supermighv. ay cercesiion.

A survey of T27 “aculty members of the graduate degree progr=ms at
Maejo University was .sec 0 cliect the data. Descriptive statistics (percentage. mean,
and standard deviaticn) ar 2 ir‘zrential siatistics (indlependent t-test, one-way ANOVA,
and Pearson's Preduc: Morent Correlation Coefficient) were used to analyze the cata.

Researc~ fincngs ndicated that most of the samples were male. 41-50
vears old, Master Degree gracuated, and Assistant Professors. Most of them had a
salary ¢f 10,000-20,002 batn per month.

Tests of ~ypotneses at the significance level of 0.05 revealed that:

1. Irformstiorn supsrmighway knowledge: of teachers with different gender,
age, 2ducaticnal lever ncome, znd academic posidion were not different.

2. Inforration s.oerhighway obsiacles of teachers with d fferent
educational level and ~come we-z different.

3. Informaticr sugsrhighway obstacles of teachers with different cender,
age and academic pes non were not different.

4. Factos affzcting the teachers’ information superhighway percepton did
not significantly relate 2 the.r infzrmation superhighway knowledge.

3. Factoss affecting the teachers' information superhighway perception did
net significantly reiate 22 the.r infizrmation superhighway otstacles.

8. Tne tezchers’ irarmation superhighway knowledge did not significantly

relate to their informatizn suoert shway cbstacles.
