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A SURVEY OF THAI ORCHIDS IN BAN PONG FOREST
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Abstract

Investigation studies of orchids in Ban Pong forest was conducted on October 2000-
Octaber 2002. It's found that there are 39 species, 23 epiphytics and 16 terrestrial orchids.
Most of the first group was found in deciducus and mixed deciducus forest and the other in
dry evergreen forest.

In ecolegical observation, there were some species specific on host such as
Dendlrobium indivisum (Bl.) Mig. and Bromheadia apcroides Rchb.f. Two species were
collected frcm Dipterocarpus  obtusifolius Teijsm ex Mig. only. However, many species
such as  Dendrobium delacourii Guill, Cleisostoma  aretinum (Rchb.f) Garay,
Dendrobium  secundum (Bl) Lindl. and Staurochilus dawsonianus {(Rchb.f.) Schitr.  can
grow on generai. Two plants that showed highly diversity of orchids are Shorea obtusa
Wall, and Dipterocarpus obtusifolius Teijsm ex Miq.

The interesting orchids are Nervifia spp. because they are an ancient
orchids, and only 9 species in Thailand. For this area there are 3 species, Nervila aragoana

Gaud., N. discolor (B.} Schitr. and N. plicata (Andr.) Schitr., were collected.
