ABSTRACT

This study was conducted in order to study: (1} the general situation of the
community, reception of communication media and benefits from using communications
media; (2) needs and problems of the community; and (3) appropriate communications
media for community development. Data respondents for this study consisted of 137
resident villagers of Ban Pong community in Tambon Pa Phai, Amphoer Sansai, Chiang

Mai. Research tools consisted of questionnaire forms and various television tapes.

Summary of results

Results of the study showed that most residents of Ban Pong community had
an average age of 44 years, attaned fourth grade level, had an average of 4 family
members, worked as casual Iagborers and had minor occupations such as cultivation of
omamental plants and gardening. Majority of the respondents had household expenses
greater than their income. The study also found that they had very high borrowing rate and
many of them owned lands at an average of 2.50 rai per persen. This area was suitable for
the conduct of supplemental livelihood such as: (1) chicken raising; (2) mushroom
cultivation; {3) cultivation of ornamental plants; {(4) pig raising; {(5) planting fruit trees; and
(6) cattle raising. Results also showed that many community residents had a problem
about insufficiency of their income to pay for their household expenses, oilowed by non-
regularity of their casual jobs and also, unemployment,

On the reception of the community towards communications media on
information and amusements, the study found that they were mostly through television and,
radio communications. information about farming was mastly received through television
and village sound post together with radio which served as a basic medium of
communications in the community. The local communication med:a in the community used
for disseminating knowledge were the village news center and the village sound post. The
area surrounding the Ban Pong school was considered the central community area for

most villagers.



The communications media that provided the highest benefits to the
community consisted of the combination of village sound post, radio and television
including local community leaders. For continuity, the information that the study
raspondents had already received were then usecd mostly in mestings, speeches or
remarks, village sound post and tambon farm center particularty on agricuiture and
agricultural extension.

Communications media that were appropriate for training were found t©
include lectures/ demonstrations with actual practice and self-trial which were believed to
provide the highest understanding of information. The study suggested that there must be
diverse communications media which might become appropriate to the media needs of
the community leaders during meetings and training.

The testing of communications media based on the need to promote the
livelihood of the community used television tapes on 6 topics. These consisted of the
actual stages of farm practices and the pericd of time needed for presentation together
with the understanding of the topic, which showed that they were highly needed by the
community. These were followed by illustrations, clarity and sequencing of stages, which
were also at a high level. On the other hand, the sound quality of leciure was at a fair level
together with the sound quality of musical background. Those that need to be improved
included the volume of accompanying music and the vocabutary used, which was
sometimes hard to understand.

The study suggested that for the use of communications media for
community development, they must include: 1) a promotion of livelihood; 2) support for
varicus types of knowledge; 3) planning for the use of communications media for
community development, and. 4) production of media that are appropriate for each

community.
