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Contents and Courses Required by Clients Attending Short

The objectives of this research were to detemmine and compare
the following factors; 1) personal and soclo-economle characteristics
of clients attending short training course; 2} their contents and
vocational trailnilng needs; and 3) factors effecting their wvocational
training needs. The respondents In thie research were 6554 cllents
attending short training course in Division of Training, Offlce
of Agricultural Extension and Research, Maejo University in fiscal
yvear 1995 (October 1994 — September 1995) Data were collected from
290 strattfled randomed samples by pretested structured interview
schedule and analyzed by microcomputers using statistical package for

the social sclence (SPSS).
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The results showed the following:

1. Most of clients attended short training course were male,
teachers, had an average age of 38 years and had completed a bachelor
level of education. Most of them were marrled and had an average
{income of 48,439 baht per year. The majority of the respondents had
an average farm tenure of 8 rai per family and had no training
experience in the specifled course,

2. It was found that the respondents' training needs for
plant science were at a high level of 3 courses and moderate level of
15 courses with overall rating at a moderate level. Their tralning
needs in animal science were at a moderate level 8 courses and low
level 2 courses but their overall needs were at a moderate level
Their training needs in home economic and other courses were at a
moderate level of all courses and were at a moderate level

3. 8Sex, occupatlon, level of education and marltal status
indicated as personalfactor effecting their vocational tralning needs
for plant science while sex and level of education were found as
factors effecting tralning needs for anilmal science. Sex, age and
marital status were effecting thelr vocatlional training needs for home
economic, However, sex, occupation and level of education were
effecting their vocational training needs for other courses.

4, Socvio—economic factors effecting their vocational training
needs 1in plant science were found to be farm tenure and training
experience. But income, farm tenure and training experience were
found not to effect their vocatlonal training needs, while training
experience was found as factor effecting their vocational training
needs for home economic and other courses. Non of the soclio—economlce
factor under investlgation has any effect the training need in animal

science.
