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Development Maejo University budget during the year 1995-2004
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Abstract

This research work aimed to study the development of Maejo University
budget for the period of ten years. Methodology used was analyses of annual

budgetary records from the Bureau of Budget.
Results of the analyses were summarized as follows:

Maejo University (MJU) obtained highest annual budget of 554,628,700 baht
for 1997 and the lowest annual budget of 300,579,500 baht in 1995. There als¢ three
highest rates of increase in budgets as 83.72% in 1996, 14.51% in 1999 and 9.65%
in 2004. On the other hand, MJU obtained the three lowest rates of decrease in

budgets as 18.84% in 1998, 13.81% in 2001 and 6.14% in 2000.

Expenditures of MJU budget for the period of 1995-2004 were 57.61% in
average for land property, infrastructures and equipment. This was followed by
22.37% in average for salaries and fixed wages and 0.35% in average for other

expenditures. Thus, ratio of investment to expenditures was 1.3 :1.

Lastly, development of MJU budget for the period 1995-2004 was due to new
established sections, changed names of sections and cancelled plans or projects.
Repeated changes of plans and actions were common. Big projects were allotted to

construction and equipment for long-range budgeting.
