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The Study of Changes On Agricultural
Lamnd Uses In Aamphur Sansai.,
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Abstracts

The study on changes in land possession in Amphuur San
Sai. Chiang Mai Province, during the years 1986-1990, had 4 main
objectives:
1. To study changes in land possession during 1988-1890
2. To study peple’s attitude and expectation toward
‘changes in land possession
3. To study the results of changes in land possession
on people’s way of life
4, To study the results of changes in land possession

on agricutural irrigation systems.

The attitude and advise of the people and of the
government officials together with the trend of future changes
summer ized from this study will be presented to government agents
in local and federal level for further operation.

The methodology of this study was to collect data from
many government offices such as San Sai District office, San Sai
Land office, and Chiang Mai Irrigation Management office together
with interviewing the govermment officials of the offices
mentioned above and the people who had sold their land. The data
was processed by wmicro-computer to distribute frequency,
calculate and test the statical values.

The outcome of the study is that people in Amphur San
Sai area have sold 35.66% of their own land. The land had been
divided into smaller pieces ranging before being sold. At
present, only 3.1% of the people own pieces of land of 40 rais or
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more (brfore 1986 the average percent was 6.1%). On the aspect of
attitude and expectation toward changes in land possession, the
people sold their land for 3 main reasons: to obtain money for
releasing debt 23% ; to obtain money for new investment 21% 3
because the price of land was attractively high 10%.

On the aspect of changes in people’s way of life after
selling their land, it was found that 80% of the people have a
better standard of living. Most of the people have been using the
money for their families’ conveniences rather than releasing debt
as was their primary intention at the time of sale.

The spending of money receiced from land sales was done
in 5 main ways: improvement of residences 28%; purchase of
automobiles 20% ; agricultural investment 15% ; donations 13% 3
purchase of luxury goods and appliances (refegertors, tv., ete.)
11%. It was also fuound that the people still wish to sell the
land which they now, provided the price is attractive.

On the aspect of results of changes in land posession
on agricuitural irrigatioh systems, it was found that‘the actual
irrigated area is.diminishing from_yea: td year (23% diminished
from 1986 to 1990) due to thé residential construction instead of

farming in the same area.
