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ABSTRACT

This study on the successful academic completion of undergraduate students in the 2-
year continuing and 4-year equivalent degree programs during the school years 1975-2003 and 4-
5 year admission degree program during 1989-1999 at Maejo University, was aimed to
investigate on the academic status and success of these students in each school year in
comparison with the success of these students in each program in each facuity and also to study
the trend of student population and offerings of new programs for each school year. The study
population consisted of 18,354 students in the bachelor degree programs in both 2-year
continuing and 4-year equivalent programs from 1975-2003 and 5,785 4-5 year students admitted
from 1989-1999, in each program of the Faculty of Agricultural Production, Faculty of
Agricultural Business, Faculty of Engineering and Faculty of Science for a total population of
24,139 students. Data were gathered from the section on student admission and educational
guidance, and section on student registration and statistics of the Division of Educational
Services. Data collected were then analyzed on their clistributiop and percentages.

Sumnmary of the results

1. Results on the successful degree completion of students in the 2-year continuing and
4-year equivalent programs were the highest in the Faculty of Engineering and Agro-Industry
(93.39%) followed by the Faculty of Agricultural Production (92.70%) and Faculty of Business
Administration (89.11%). On the average success, highest grade point average (GPA) was
reached by the Faculty of Business Administration (2.64) followed by the Agricultural Production
(2.63) and the Faculty of Engineering and Agro-Industry (2.49). Meanwhile, over-all total
percentage and GPA of successful graduates were 90.88% and 2.63, respectively.

2. Results of the degree completion of students belonging to the 4-5 year admission
programs, showed that the Faculty of Science having the highest percentage (85.90) of success
followed by the Faculty of Agricultural Production (84.79%), Faculty of Business Administration
(84.12%) and the Faculty of Engineering and Agro-Industry (83.94%). In terms of GPA, highest
average was recorded by the Faculty of Business Administration (2.68) followed by the Faculty

of Engineering and Agro-Industry (2.65), Faculty of Agricultura! Production (2.63), and the



Faculty of Science (2.60). Over-all, the percentage of success for students in Maejo University
was 84.58% while highest GPA was 2.64.

3. On the number of students in each school year for the 2-year continuing and 4-year
equivalent degree programs, an increasing trend for each year was shown from 1975 to 2003,
Only in some school years that a decreasing trend was observed such as in 1977, 1985, 1987,
1990 and 1998.

4. The over-all number of students in the 4-5 year equivalent program in each school
year from 1989 to 1999, tended to increase each year except school years 1992 and 1999, the
number of students decreased.

5. On the total number of academic programs being offered by MJU during each school
year for 2-year and 4-year programs from 1975 to 2003, results showed that four (4) academic
programs were offered in 1975. From 1978-1985, 10 academic programs were offered. However,
in 1986, the dairy cattle production was merged with beef cattle production to become the dairy-
beef production. During 1987-2003, another 5 academic programs were offered for a total of 18
academic degree programs.

6. On the number of 4-5 year academic programs increasingly offered by the
~ university from 1989 to 1999, it can be seen that MJU started to offer only 4 degree programs in
1989, Then between 1991 and 1993, 8 more degree programs were added and another 17 degree
programs in 1994-1999. But in 1994, the degree program in Crop Protection was changed into
Plant Pathology and Entomology while Animal Science major in Fisheries was changed into
Adquaculture, Fisherics Biology and Fisheries Management, thus reaching a total of 25 degree
programs.

Results of the study based on each objective which were able to compare the
educational success of students belonging to the 2-year continuing and 4-year equivalent
programs, indicated that students in the Faculty of Engineering and Agro-Industry had higher rate
of educational success than those in the Faculty of Agricultural Production and Faculty of
Business Administration. In the 4-5 year admission programs, students in the Faculty of Science
had higher rate of educational success than those in the Faculty of Agricultural Production,
Faculty of Business Administration and Faculty of Engineering and Agro-Industry. Over-all view

of the success rate for each academic program, showed that success rate of students in the 2-year



continuing and 4-year equivalent programs was much higher than the 4-5 year admission
program. However, students in the 4-5 year admission program had higher GPAs than those in the

2-year continuing and 4-year equivalent programs.
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
