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ABSTRACT

Title : Personal Characteristics and Group Situations of
Successful Farm Housewife Groups members in Singburi
Province, Thailand
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The objeztives of this research were to investigate (1)
personal, socios-economic, and psychological characterstics of the
members of the successful Farm Housewife Groups in Singburi
province; (2) to indentify group situation as percevied by the
members; and (3) to study style of leadership as perceived by the
members.

The data were collected from members and leaders of three
successful Farm Housewife groups by means of interview schedules,
and analyzed by using computer, SPSS programe.

The fidings were as follows:

1. The members of the farm Housewife groups had an average
age of 44 years and had completed Grade 4 of primary education.

Their average annual income was 147,410.52 bath. They all had



contact with home economic officers at a average of once a
month. Their average training experience was 6 times per year
and the main source of information about food preservation and
food processing was home economic officers.

2. the mambers of the three successful group stated good
relationships batween the group leaders and members clarification
of the groups task structure was high and the group leaders
authorities of nenalty ware at a low level.

3. The Farm Housewife groups leaders stated successful in
the provincial group competition have been established for an
average of 6 years. The average mumber of members had been 18
when the groups had been first formed and il became 27 at the time
when the research was conducted. Over two meetings per year were
held among the members and two among the committee. The members

had a good leve! of cooperation, but no comflict in ideas.
