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This study was carried out to investigate 1) personal and
socio-economic  characteristics of woman farmers in Ban Changkerng,
Amphur Maechaem, Changwat Chiangnais 2) their participation in
thecabbage  production  process; and 33 their obstacles in
participationin the c¢abbage production process. The data were
collected by means of interview schedules from 65 woman farners
engagexi in cabbage srowing in Ban Changkerng, and analyzed by using a

microconputer,SPSS prosram.

The results revealed that the respondents nad an average ase
of 39 vears. Most of them had completed grade 4. They had an average
of 5 family members and an average family agricultural labor force of
3 persons. Over half of the respondents were land tenants. Their
average annual family income was 667,041.52 baht. Most of them had

never attended any training program in agriculture, bub some indicated
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an average attendance of once a year., Most had not had any contact
with agricultural extension agents, but some indicated an average of 2

times per year.

Over  half of the respondents participated in  cabbage
production planning, namely decision-making on cabbage growing 3
selection of varieties 3 selection of growing areas; selection of
srowing sSeasons 3 and secking capital and production factors. They
only played a consultation part in production planning, but their
spouses played a leading role in decision-making. Similariy,almost all
of the respondents played only a consultation role in the preparation
of seedlings and cabbage growing,namely preparation of seed-beds;
preparation of seedlingss soil preparation; trasplanting of the
seedlingss plantings plant spacing; watering; fertilizer applicatien
and techniquess and weed and pest control; their spouses playved a

leading role in decision-making.

For the harvest and distribution of cabbages, almost all of
the respondents were found teo participate in harvesting, cutting of
the ieaves, grading, packaging, finding likely markets and processing:
their spouses played a leading role in decigion-making on harvesting
and distribution. Concerning obstacles in participation in the
cabbage production process, it was found that the respondents were
satisfied with and  accepted their role as followers while their
spouses were leaders. They played only a consultation rele and often
had not attended training programs due to their househeld Jobs and

obther extra Jjobs to supplement cabbage production.
