This research was aimed to investigate : (1) personal, economic and social of
Sridongyen sub-district members; (2) the potential of members’ knowledge about principle
law and process in planning ; and (3) the potential of members’ knowledge about supporting,
participation and using planning. The respondents of this study were selected from 16 villages,
two people from each village. The data was collected by means of questionnaires and testing
from May to June, 2001 and analysed by using the Statistical Package for the Social
Sciences(SPSS/PC).

The results revealed that the majority of the respondents were male,
43 years old on average. Their highest education level was secondary school level and their
lowest level was primary school. Most of them were farmers and had an average monthly

salary of4,753 baht.
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The study of the potential in knowledge about planning found that the
memberships were poor in analysis and process. In the potential in knowledge about
supporting and participation in planning, the memberships were goed in brainstroming and
give basic data in planmigg, In the potential in knowledge about admimistrative and using
planing, the memberships were good in target goals and moenitoring. In conclusion found that

the potential of memberships of Snidengyen Sub — district were geod.
