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ABSTRACT

The objectives of ihis study were to find out 1) attitudes of cooperatives’
members towards the breeding cow prometion project according to the Pattalung’s strategic plan;
2) relationship between the members’ economic and social factors, opinions on the cooperatives
as well as other participating institutions and the mermbers’ attitudes towards the project activities
mn production, credit and marketing: and 3) problems and reccommendations to improve the
project.

The data was collected by means of questionnaires from 177 respondents
consisiing of cooperative members and committees of 4 cooperatives participating in the project
re. Khao Chai Son Agricultual Cooperative. Phattalung Beef Cattle Cooperative, Baan Lumsin
Rubber Plantation FFund Cooperative and Chaiburee Beef Cattle Cooperative. The data was
analyzed by the SPSS/PC+ program using frequency, percentage, mean and chi-square.

The findings revealed that most of the respondents were married (90.4%). male
(83.6%), 41 — 45 years of age (33.3%). have becen cooperative members for 1 - 2 years (57.6%),
had completed a primary school (47.5%). had 3 -~ 4 househeld members {59.3%;), had 1 — 2
household members contributing to agricultural labour (62.5%), had monthly income of 5,000 —
10,000 baht (35.0%), and had an average of 2 rais of grass plots (73.2%).

The members’ attitudes towards the project activitics in production, credit, and
marketing were at a high level, the mean score being 3,527, The analysis of the relationship
between the memboers’ economic and social factors and thewr attitudes towards the project
activities by Chi-squre (t-test) revealed that the cooperatives they belonged to, their status in the

cooperatives, gender and income were sigmficartly correlated with their aftitudes towards
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activities in production, credit and marketing at the level of 0.05. Their opinions on the
cooperatives and other participating institutions were also significantly correlated with their
attitudes towards the project’s production, credit, and marketing activities at the level of 0.05.
Concerning problems in raising breeding cows for the production of the young,
the respondents had problems of insufficient watzr supply for making grass plots. insufficient
roughages in the dry season. delay in the cows’ being on heat resulting in the need for artificial
insemination, the respondents’ lack of knowledge of medicines and medicai supplies, and limited

number of promotion officers and their inconsistent visits.
