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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this rescarch were: 17 to investigate personal and sociocconmic
characteristics of farmers who joined the Good Agricultural Practice (GAP) far Longan Project;
and 2) to survey their expectation and achievement towards the project. The randomly selected
samples-214 farmers who decided to join the project in Phan District, Chiang Rai were
interviewed and the data were analyzed by SPSS for Windows.

The finding were as follows:

On personal and socioeconomic characteristics, most of respondents (77.57%)
were males with the average age of 51 years old. Most of them graduated from the Primary
School and they were married. Their average income from selling Longan was 27,073.26 baht per
year. The average number of family members was 4 and two of them were family agricultural
workers. Furthcrmore, most of them had their own land and the average arca for planting Longan
was 7 Rai. They had average training cxperience twice a year and they also contacted with the
project’s officials twicec a year. Two-third (66.82%) of them were customers of Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives. They had got GAP information from the agricultural
supporting officials, extension officials and their local leaders.

For overall expectation and achievement, 1t was found that their expectation was at
a medium level while the acluievement was at a high level. When considering in details, their
expectation on the training program, cost, product and quality, and marketing was at medium
level while the achievement was at high level, However, their expectation and achievement on the

benefit was at a medium level. Their expectation and achievement on health safety and

environmental conservation was at a high level.
