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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study: (1) the patterns and methods of sex services
through internet chat rooms; (2) the factors which affected these sex services through internet chat
rooms; and (3) the effects on sex service consumers and sex service suppliers through internet
chat rooms as well as the effects on other chat service users. The methods of study were the use
of content analysis on the chat sex services, the interviews of sex service providers, sex service

consumers, and other chat service users who logged on the irc.webmaster.com which used Pirch

program.

The results of the study were that the sex service patterns through internet chat rooms
could be grouped in two categories: (1) the direct sex service through internet chat rooms which
consisted of the direct service on the chat room and sometimes the providers randomly offered the
services; and (2) the indirect method of sex services through internet chat rooms. In regard to the
former, the direct service was divided by either being direct or indirect. These methods were
divided into three different ways. At first the sex service providers had to announce their
intention and waited for the interest ones to private. The second one was when the sex service
providers waited for the notice showing that somebody wanted to use the service and then the
providers started to chat. The third way was to utilize both methods together. In regard to the
latter category, the indirect method was done by contacting an agent or the middle man through
internet. The telephone method was also used for those who had once used the services or got
recommendation from others.

The factors which affected the sex service through intemet chat rooms could be
conciuded as the following. The first factor was personal reasons like sex providers wanted
money to buy essential things or some unnecessary things and to satisfy their natural sexual

desire.  Another factor was the social reasons such as being extravagant, using expensive
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merchandise, being fashionable, being competitive with peer groups, and the sex value seen as
being normal. The last factor was the technology and communication reasons. As this means
was very large and open, it was comfortable, accessible, fast, free, and flexible. If the providers
chose to use this method, they did not have to go to the service site, could camouflage
themselves, could give samples of what they had and if customers were not satisfied with it, they
could change or choose not to use the service. Both the providers and the consumers were able to
have equal choices. This method was also the direct one and the providers did not have to go
through an agent and did not have to pay for commission. The service charge could be collected
with a big sum of money and it was fast. The providers did not have to work hard, and what they
did was not revealed and they could get away from the law as well. The majority of informants
thought that the sex service was quite acceplable in the present society. It was not something to
be frowned upon although it seemed half-right and half- wrong. The individuals also had their
own rights though it was not good, immoral, illegal, and impaired their reputation. However, this
was only the concern of the providers and the consumers, not others’.

The effects on the providers and the consumers were similar in terms of the risk of
contacting diseases, being deceived, and money being stolen. In addition, the providers could run
the risk of being attacked, raped, and photographed. They could meet the providers who were
abnormal or choosy as well as not being paid or if they were paid, it was not all. Moreover,
police could disguise as a potential consumer which would result in infamous, and humiliation.
These could affect others internet chat users as the internet was popular and easily accessed to all
walk of life. Teenagers who followed their peers might show interest and wanted to try the
service. If they could not resist, and had no protection, they could face uncontrollable problems
such as family and life problems. They could have unwanted pregnancy or abortion, and other
social problems. The social values could be the false ones due to the quick way of money
making. However, this had become the vicious cycle in Thai society and it had the tendency to be

more serious in the future.
