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ABSTRACT

This study on “Success of the Community Enterprise in Chiang Mai,” had the
following objectives: 1) to study the personal and socio-economic characteristics of the
representatives of the community enterprise and general information about the enterprise, and 2)
to study the success of the community enterprise that received financial support from the
Cooperative Office of Chiang Mai from 2003 to 2005 totaling 49 groups. Using a pre-tested
questionnaire, data were gathered from Aprii to May 2006 and analyzed using SPSS/PC
program.

Results showed that the respondents were females, aged 50 years in average,
have married status with primary educafion attainment, engaged in farming or agriculture as
main occupation and selling goods as supportive job providing 86,326 baht per vear.
Respondents have also participated in frainings on enterprise management and food processing
as a project. One community enterprise group has 54 members in average and 190 officers with
stocks 0f 31,902.65 babt in average.

The study also showed that 38.73% of community enterprises in Chiang Mai
were successful while the remaining 61.22% had to make improvements. Indicators of the
success of the community enterprise were benefits obtained. While indicators of the community
enterprise group with lesser success should make improvements on business plan formulation
and management of the enterprise. On the other hand, indicator of the community enterprise that

did not succeed was its inability to seek financial support as capital.
