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ABSTRACT

The study of training needs for agricultural short course of farmers in Samlee
Yillage, Phrao District, Chiangmai had the following objectives: 1) to study personal characteristics,
economic and social status of farmers, and 2) to study the level of needs for short agricultural
training course for farmers in Samlee Village. The data were gathered from the sampling group of
130 farmers in Samlee Village, Moo 11, Mae Wan Sub-district, Phrac District, Chiangmai Province.
The researcher used interview schedule as research instrument and analyzed the data by using the
SPSS for Windows.

The results from the study of personal characteristics, economic and social status
found that the target group had an average age of 39 years old. Majority of them (66.92%) did
not aitend primary school, married, having an average family size of 4 family numbers, own
‘personal property for agricultural activities with average land area of 21 rai, having an average
income from agriculture of 25,713 baht per year. Most of them (93.35%) did agriculture refated
to craps farming and never been trained for agriculture professional (80.77%). For those having
been trained for agriculture professional (19.23%) it was found that they had been trained once,
only 1- day training sessiomn.

From the research study training needs for agricultural short course of farmers it was
found that they had moderate need for short training course which were training courses in the
areas of farm crops, fruit crops, livestock and farm product processing, respectively, and they
needed minimum ftraining course in fishery. In addition, it was found that most of them needed
training in their villages at an average of 3-day training course; during the month of December.

They preferred training methods by lecture and on the job training.
