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ABSTRACT

The study’s findings indicate that the promotion of the properly planned activities for
income generating of the 576 small scale farmers can definitely help in increasing the original
average income from 90,000.00 baht up to 127,950.00 baht per farmer per year, 42.17% increase
At the same time, on the average, those farmers have had expenditures of 71,434.79 baht.
Therefore, after deduction of their average income of 127,950.00 baht, by their avcrage
expenditures of 71,434.79 baht, their leftover average income was 56,515.21 baht. However, by
March 31, 2005, each farmer has to pay back their mature debt 20,645.97 baht averagely, which
made the total up to 11,892,081.31 baht.

The BAAC'S project helped the 576 farmers being able to pay their mature debt as
follow.

(1) 180 farmers paid their debt of 20,645.97 baht averagely, which made the total of
3,919,019.19 baht, or 100.00%

(2) 263 farmers could partly pay some of their total debt of 6,796.12 baht by
5,896,362.12 baht, or 86.75%

(3) 57 farmers could not pay their debt of 1,176,820.00 bath on time.

The 443 farmers out of the 576 farmers who participated in the project were able to pay
back their debt of 11,892,081.31 baht by 9,815,723.31 balt or 82.54% which was lower than the

BAAC’S standard of 85.00% by only 2.46%. The result came from the income generating
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activities of some farmers which were affected by drought, poor soil and weather, as well as some
unexpected expenditures.

In order to keep going a sustainable growth of the income generating activities of those
tarmers under our consideration, the following processes are recommended.

(1) The authonties who concemn in Kaengkoi district, Saraburi province should set up the
center for agricultural technology extension at Tampon levels to provide farmers with advices
applicable to the income generating activities and also with regular farm visits focused on
increasing farm and home tncome, as well as reducing costs and expenditures.

(2) BAAC, in rendering farm and home credits, should properly canalize the borrower’s
records and the credit purposes. The farm credits should be a supervised credit focused on the
marketing potential crops or livestock. In addition, a farm account of simple moedels should be
introduced and required to be used by the customers who received the bank’s credits. The farm
and home account must be analized on the schedule and the owners should be informed of the
bank’s recommendations on their farm and home statements. The farmers should be encouraged to
recognize the importance of their savings and investments that will pay an important role on their
income and debt. Also, at time of certain disasters, BAAC should carefully consider and extend
the schedules ot debt repayment according the customers ability to do so.

(3) The govenument must set up its proper policy to support, promote and protect the
cooperative movement in the small farming communuties. In fact, the cooperatives of smail-scale
farmers are legally considered as the formal markets of the members who are also customers of
such markets. So the cooperative system in Thailand’s market economy will enlarge and increase

Thailand’s matenial and normal sustainable development.
