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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to: 1) study debt conditions and assets of
cooperative members in fiscal year 200-2004; and 2) debt Management of Sukhothai Teachefs’
Saving and Cooperative Limited. Primary data were coliected from 380 members of Sukhott‘ﬁai
Teachers” Saving and Cooperative Limited.

Results of the study revealed that most of cooperative members had debt with
the cooperative in common loan budget for more than 400,000 baht, extra loan for more than
2,000,000 baht and cooperative members had common loan with other loan sourced form more
than 200,000 baht. During that time, members had debt for more than 400,000 baht, extra loan For
more than 40,000 baht and debt from other sources of loan for 40,000 baht. The asse[s{of
members were houses. They got a loan for repairing their house (more than 300,000 baht), buying
a car (Jass than 500,000 baht), and loan for children’s education {less than 20,000 baht). In
general, 96.80 percent of cooperative members had more assets and they were satisfied to be a
member of the cooperative

The study concluded that members of the cooperative should be aware of the
philosophy of sufficiency economy. They should be self — reliance and not extravagani. Also,
they should increase their saving.

The foliowing were suggested:

1. Moderation - adjust the debt and spend money as necessary and
appropriateness.

2. Reasoning - how to avoid having debt with theme’ s assets.

3. Immune building - by reducing expenses and generating more income.
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This should share with knowledge with moral principles. That is, members
should be knowledgeable and use their knowledge in a positive way.,

Moreover, various agencies or organizations should have ways of debt
administration for cooperative members. The following were suggested:

1. The Ministry of Education should control the debt administration of teachers
which 1s in accordance with the Ministry of Education’s policy. A commiitee for debt
administration of teachers should be appointed in order to control teachers to follow the rules ahd
regulations of the cooperative.

2. The office of the Welfare Promotion Commission should coordinate with
concemed agencies - assisting teachers who have debt based on their level of financial problem. |

3. The Gavernment Saving Bank should be strict on the conditions of bank’s
loan project for the development of teachers’ life. The bank should check the teachers’ debt with
the cooperative before releasing the loan to teachers. Also, the bank should menitor teachers on
their purpose of using the loan.

4, The Federation of Savings and Credit Cooperatives of Thailand and The
Teachers” Saving and Cooperative limited should coordinate with concerned agencies or
organizations to monitor loan using of teachers. Also, The Teachers’ Saving and Coocperative
limited should check with the Saving Bank on financial condition of teachers before releasing the

loan.
