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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate: 1) variety, quantity, quality of products
of the Royal Initiative Projects in Chiang Mai province for 7 projects; and 2) cost-benefit of the
products sold at the Support Foundation of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit’s. Secondary data were
obtained from the 7 Projects (of the Royal Initiative Project) in Chiang Mai province i.e. 1)
Demonstration Farm Project at Baan Khuntae; 2) Demonstration farm Project at Baan Mae
Tungting; 3) High Land Development Station Project at Baan Hauy Maekiang; 4) High Land
Development Station Project at Doi Omphai; 5) The Small House in the Big Forest Project at Doi
Phahompok; 6) The Small House in the Big Forest Project at Doi Dham; and 7) Muang Ngai
Special Agricultural Project under the Patronage of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit. Statistical
analyses used in this study were frequency, and percentage whereas cost-benefit are considered
from net profit.

Results of the investigation on variety and quality of products produced by the
projects showed that there were 112 kinds of the products: fresh products and processed products.
The first one consisted of 70 kinds of vegetables (total amount 84,099 kilograms, total revenue
2,462,716.00 baht); 2 kinds of breeder seeds 80 kilograms,(total revenue 108,000.00 baht); 9
kinds of farm plant (total amount 33,319 kilograms, total revenue 1,606,120.00 baht) 9 kinds of
fruit trees (total amount 10,972 kilograms, total 257,595.00 baht); 2 kinds of cutting flowers:
(Rose total amount 7,155 and Orchid total amount 2,177 total revenue 688,875.00 baht) Livestock
(Jinhua pig)(total amount 21,832 kilograms, total revenue 982,440.00 baht); and 1 kind of fish

Rainbow trout (total amount 1,184.3 kilograms, total revenue 355,290.00 baht)
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The second one consisted of 18 types having 272,600.00 baht of total revenue.
Each project had various kinds of products with different amount of volumes. This was due to
different geo-society characteristics of each area. It was also found that the Muang Ngai Special
Agricultural Project under the Patronage of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit had produced most
products, both types and amount of the products. This special project could produce 39 kinds of
vegetables, 9 kinds of fruit trees, 2 kinds of cutting flowers, and 12 kinds of processed products
due to convenient transportation and the proper site good management

For the investigation on quality of the products, results of the study showed that
the Demonstration Farm Project at Baan Mae Tungting was certified on Good Agricultural
Practice (GAP) for 10 kinds of vegetables, 1 kind of fruit trees, and 1 kind of crops. Besides, the
Demonstration Farm Project at Baan khuntae was certified on the GAP for 3 kinds of vegetables.
The Small House in the Big Forest Project at Doi Phahompok was certified on the GAP for 6
kinds of vegetable whereas that of Baan Doi Dham had not been certified on its products yet since
the project there produced few kinds of products and the purpose of production was for local
consumption and to encourage local people to live in the forest harmoniously. The High Land
Development Station Project at Baan Huay Kiang was certified on the GAP for 12 kinds of
vegetables whereas that of Doi Omphai was under the consideration on the GAP. Muang Ngai
Special Agricultural Project under the Patronage of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit produced fresh
products through organic farming and quality control was done by academicians and was also
under the consideration for the GAP.

For the investigation on cost-benefit based on types of products sold at The
Support Foundation of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit’s, it was found that the products from the
Muang Ngai Special Agricultural Project under the Patronage of Her Majesty Queen Sirikit like
Ya Na Ngi mushroom gave highest benefit of 49.90 baht per kilogram and Chinese kale gave
benefit of 8.86 baht per kilogram. Regarding total income earned from selling the products, it was
found that the project earned income from black mushroom most with an annual income of
43,538 baht and followed by convolvulus and Ya Na Ngi mushroom (21,018 and 12,914 baht,
respectively). Results of the study also further revealed that each project had produced products

based on an appropriateness of each area with different variety, quantity and quality.
