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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at studying purchase and usage of condom behavior among students
in Bangkok. The data was collected by using questionnaires to a sample of 400 students in
Bangkok and the data were analyzed by microcomputer using the SPSS program.

The results of the study were as the following: the majority of the sample were single
male, with an age range of not over 20 years old, had high school education, earned a monthly
income of 3,001-5,000 baht, stayed with their family. The majority of them had their first sexual
intercourses with a boyfriend or girlfriend more than once a week. They sometimes used condom
(less than five times out of 10). They made their own decision in using or not using condom
during an intercourse. The majority of the sample bought condom from a convenience shop. They
read the instructions on using condom and realized its usefulness for prevention from pregnancy
and sexual infection. They obtained information about condom from television and newspapers.

In regard to the decision on condom purchasing and using behaviours, the results were as
the following: on the usefulness of condom use, most of them realized it and absolutely agreed
that using condom could prevent them from AIDS. For the aspect of convenience, most of them
agreed that condom should be sold in every brothel. Concerning acquaintances’ opinion on
condom use, it was found that most of them strongly agreed that using condom to prevent one
from AIDS when having sex was highly recommended. The top problem on condom purchase

and use was that they were shy to buy condom if a shopkeeper was an opposite sex.
