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ABSTRACT

This study on “Social Capital Supporting the Strengths of the Community at
Giewlom village, Boluang sub-district, Hod district, Chiang Mai province” had the following
objectives: 1) to know the personal and socio-economic characteristics of the people in the
Giewlom village, Boluang sub-district, Hod district, Chiang Mai province, and 2) to study the
social capital supporting the strengths of the community at Giewlom village, Boluang sub-district,
Hod district, Chiang Mai province. From 111 respondents as heads of the families at the
Giewlom village, a sample of 87 respondents was drawn by random sampling with 95%
reliability. Data were collected in January 2008 to September 2008 using a questionnaire and
were analyzed by SPSS/PC program.

Results showed that respondents aging between 21 and 78 years aged 43 years in
average and were holding primary education. More than half of the respondents had main job of
farming and without any minor job that gave highest income of 120,000 baht and lowest income
of 10,000 baht for the year 2007 averaging an income of 43,241.38 baht. Majority of the
respondents were holding memberships of the Savings Group and Village Funds Group.

Concemingbthe social capital supporting the strengths of the community at
Giewlom village, Boluang sub-district, Hod district, Chiang Mai province, the study found that
they were high levels for four dimensions from five dimensions as follows: 1) activities and
cooperation, one heart one mind and staying together in the society, 2) conflict and violence, 3)
group and networking, and 4) authority, duty and political activities. But for two dimensions such
as trust and unity only one dimension was in moderate level by 1) dimension on activity and

cooperation: in Giewlom community traditional religious activities and community development
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endeavor were well participated by the people; 2) one heart one mind and staying together in the
society conflict and violence: Giewlom community has unity, generosity, familiarity were in
moderate levels, and there were visitation, and participation in activities in the community and
presence of security; 3) group and networking: Giewlom community formed many groups to do
activities beneficial to the whole village and networking was high because help was given to
everybody and coordination was efficient in calling for meetings and outside activitics, 4)
authority, duty and political activities: members in the community were given duties on
community development and invited neighboring villages to participate in community
development activities and in exercising suffrage rights of the people. In the dimension of trust
and unity: Giewlom community members trust one another moderately and help was given as

manual labor, financial assistance, and visitation.
