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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate opinions of people in Mae Rim district, Chiang
Mai province on the policy of the government on drug overcoming. This study consisted of 100
respondents and aged between 26-60 years old obtained from systematic random sampling. Data
collection was done by using questionnaires which had already passed the reliability test with the
value of 0.87. Data collection was done during July — August, 2007 and analyzed with the use of
the Statistical Package for the Social Science (SPSS/PC+)

Results of the study revealed that most of the respondents were male, 39 years old on
average, elementary school graduates, and hired- workers with an average yearly income of
49,218 baht. Most of them had their own land. In the case of perception on the policy of the
government on drug overcoming, it was found that all respondents perceived information from
village heads most. For opinions of the respondents on the policy of the government on drug, it
was found that majority of the respondents agreed with the policy of both aspects: 1) policy on
drug overcoming and 2) plan on policy implementation particularly on the policy which
determined the coordination of educational institutions in the community and entreprencurs of
entertainment, dormitory, and risky places of the spreading of drugs to prevent and suppress the

drugs.
