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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to investigate farmers’ perception on the implementation of‘
Kee-Lek Sub-District Agricultural Technology Service and Transfer Center (ATSTC), Mae
Taeng district, Chiangmai. The objectives were to find out: 1) personal and socio-economic
characteristics of farmers; 2) farmers’ perception on the implementation of Kee-Lek Sub-District
ATSTC. Data were collected by using interview schedule from 94 randomly sampling farmers in
11 villages of Tambon Kee-lake, Mae Taeng district, Chiangmai, and analyzed by statistical
package.

It was found that the respondents were 70 males and 24 females , with 50.15 years
old on average (SD = 9.587). They finished a primary level of education, had an average number
of 4 agricultural labours, with an average family income of 73,608.40 baht per year. They had an
average land holding of 7.47 rai, and more than half of them (51.09 percent) used saving deposit
for agricultural production. Most of the interviewees (61.84%) were members of village fund, and
a little bit less of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives. Almost all respondents
received farm information from broadcasting towers in the village.

In the case of farmers’ perception on activity implementation of the ATSCT, it was
found that the respondents perceived information on the ATSCT’s activity implementation in the
aspects of 1) supporting activities, 2) public relations, and 3) source persons. This wés because
some government officials continually met some groups of farmers to provide them knowledge
and to encourage them to participate in presenting and project planning. However, the
respondents did not perceive on the managerial administration of the ATSCT and it’s committee.

This was because some farmers did not understand on the importance of group meeting or village
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contact with government officials on up to date information. Besides, the ATSCT committee
usually did their duties for a period them And then they must quit their duties so that and other
group of complies would be responsible for this defies due to the ATSCT rules and regulations.

It was recommended that additional public relations on activities of the Tambol
Agricultural Service and Technology Transfer Center through village broadcasting center should
be done, and the Transfer Center should have someone to take care on consultation,

recommendation, and public relations activities for the farmers.
