Title Behavior on Soil and Water Resources Management by
the Thai Hill Tribe in Borkrai village, Pang Ma Pha
district, Mae Hong Son province

ABSTRACT

The study on “Behavior on Soil and Water Resources Management by the Thai
Hill Tribe in Borkrai village, Pang Ma Pha district, Mae Hong Son province,” had the following
objectives: 1) to know the personal and socio-economic characteristics of the Thai hill tribe in
Borkrai village, Pang Ma Pha district, Mae Hong Son province, and 2) to study the behavior on
soil and water resources management of the Thai hill tribe in Borkrai village, Pang Ma Pha
district, Mae Hong Son province. Respondents in the study were 66 heads of households in
Borkrai village, Pang Ma Pha district, Mae Hong Son province devoid of random sampling.
Using pre-tested questionnaire content validity and fairness with a score of 0.79, data were
collected in July 2008 and analyzed by the SPSS/PC program.

Results showed that respondents aged 41 years in average and more than half of
the respondents did not have schooling. For the respondents that had schooling majority finished
primary education. Majority of the respondents had main occupation as farmers and another part-
time job that gave an average income of 27,636 baht.

Regarding soil and water resources management, majority of the respondents did
not consult the government officers while some respondents did for three times in average in the
year 2007. Furthermore, majority of the respondents did not have training in the year 2007 while
some respondents had training twice in average.

Concerning the behavior on soil and water resources management of the Thai
hill tribe in Borkrai village, Pang Ma Pha district, Mae Hong Son province, the study showed that
majority of the respondents demonstrated behavior that conform to soil resources management

principles at low levels particularly on soil erosion, post harvest soil management and soil
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preparation for sowing or planting. Concerning water resources management, majority of the
respondents demonstrated behavior that conform to water resource management principles at
moderate levels particularly in using water for the household, keeping water, and conserving

water,
