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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to investigate the following: 1) personal, economic,
and school factors of Lanna Polytechnical college students, Muang district, Chiangmai province;
2) attitudes towards the selection of bachelor’s degree pursuing of the students; 3) relationship of
the students’ attitudes towards bachelor’s degree pursuing and personal, economic, and school
factors; and 4) problems encountered in the selection of bachelor’s degree pursuing of the
students. A set of questionnaires was used for data collection administered with 325 students of
third year vocational certificate and second year higher vocational certificate levels. Statistical
treatment on percentage, weight mean score, and chi — square was done by using the Statistical
Package. The Statistical significance level was determined at 0.01

Findings showed that most of the respondents were male, 19 — 20 years old and
automotive technician students. Their parents lived together at home. For economic factor
effecting the selection of bachelor’s degree pursuing of the respondents, it was found that most of
their parents were general hired — workers with a monthly income of 5,001 — 10,000 baht. For
school factor most effecting the selection of bachelor’s degree pursuing of the respondents, the
following were found: reputation, teaching and learning equipment, technology, and teaching and
learning style, respectively.

For problems encountered, it was found that most of the respondents did not
have any problem in pursuing bachelor’s degree. Results of the hypothesis testing showed that
there was a relationship between school factor and attitudes towards the selection of bachelor’s

degree pursuing of the respondents at the significance level of 0.01. However, there was no
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relationship between the attitudes towards the selection of bachelor’s degree pursuing of the

respondents and personal and economic factors.
