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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to find out: 1) socio-economic characteristics
of the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative clients; and 2) factors affecting
agricultural due loans credit of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative clients,
U-mong branch. Data were collected by using interview schedule administered with 280
samples obtained from multi-stages random sampling and analyzed by the Statistical Package.

Findings showed that three-fourths of the respondents were male. The
respondents were 52 years old on average, marrieds, elementary school graduates and they had
been clients of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperative for 15 years on average.
They had 3 family members on average and 2 of them had a job on average, Almost all of them
did farming and they had their own land. They had 5 rai of land holding for farming on
average. It was found that they did horticulture most, followed by vegetable growing and fruit
tree growing, respectively. They earned an average income from agricultural sector for
19,102.50 baht a year whereas more than three-fourths earned an average income from non-
agricultural sector for 27,139.73 baht a year. However, they had an average expenses of
85,098.61 baht a year. It was found that some of the respondents were members of cremation
association of the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives clients and they had not
any position in the association. The respondents attended a meeting on credit knowledge every
time. Besides, They mostly obtained knowledge on farming through television and local
leaders.

Findings also showed that the respondents had an average of long-term loan for
farming of 133,496.53 baht. They indicated that the amount of loan they had obtained was

enough. Aside from the loan provided by the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural
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Cooperative, almost two-thirds of the respondents borrowed money from their relatives.
However, they still had due loans credit of the bank for 47,284.17 baht in which most of them
had not yet paid. It was found that the money the respondents used for loan payment was from
non- agricultural sector. They contacted the bank every time whenever they had a problem in
debt payment. More than one-half of those who had never contacted the bank stated that they
had no money.

With regards to causes of due loans credit of the Bank for Agriculture and
Agricultural Cooperative clients, U-mong branch, it was found that the NPL and PL
respondents had a low level of having causes of due loans credits as a whole, They had the
same level (moderate) of due loans credits on external factors and other environmental
conditions. However, it was found that the respondents had a low level of having causes on
themselves and staff of the bank.

For relationship between socio-economic characteristics of the respondents and
type of loaning, it was found that there was a statistically significant relationship between the
socio-economic characteristics (age, a number of family member, income) and a level of causes
of due loans credits of the respondents. Meanwhile, sex, educational attainment, length of
being the bank’s clients, a number of family members who had a job, size of land holding,
loaning sources, being group member, knowledge on credit, an amount of loan, from of debt
payment had no statistically significant relationship with causes of due loans credits of the

respondents.
