Title Roles of Sub-district Administrative Organizations in
Forest Resource Management : A Case Study of
Protection Area Huai Nam Dang National Park

ABSTRACT

This study was conducted to explore roles of sub-district administrative
organizations in forest resource management in the conserved forest area of Huai Nam Dang
national park, Chiang Mai and Mae Hong Son provinces. The sample group in this study
consisted of 36 administrators of 9 sub-district administrative organizations. It also aimed to
explore opinions of 135 local peoplc and 15 personnel of Huai Nam Dang national park. A set of
questionnaires was used for data collection and analyzed by using descriptive statistics.
Percentage, mean, standard deviation.

Results of the study revealed the followings: 1) the sub-district administrative
organizations had a very high level of roles in the forest resource management (;= 4.32). This
accounted for 86.40 percent and it compressed the following aspects: planning (;: 4.64),
organization management on the management of forest (;: 4.39), participation and coordination
(;z 4.44), decision-making (;: 4.08), control and monitor (;: 4.35), and support (; = 4.29).
With regards to opinions of local people and personnel of Huai Nam Dang national park, it was
found that the sub-district administrative organizations had a high level of roles in forest resource
management (; =3.80, ; = 3.69, respectively).

For problems encountered in the forest resource management, the following were
found: people hiving in the conserved forest area still had traditional livelihood; investors
encroached the conserved forest to run business; and knowledge and understanding on forest

resource eonservation of the personnel of the sub-district administrative organizations.
