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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to develop the type of drug abuse prevention for youth. The
study was divided into 2 parts. The first part was to investigate behavior of drug abuse and non-
drug abuse as well as factors related to such behavior of the youth in Khee Lek sub-distriet, Mae
Taeng district, Chiang Mai. It was an exploratory cross-sectional study consisting of 360
samples, aged 11-25. Questionnaires were used to collect data meanwhile descriptive statistics
and multiple logistic regression wcre applied for data analysis. The second part was proposed to
develop youth drug abuse prevention model at the village level. This part was a participatory
action research collecting data from the youth, as well as a group of stakeholders.

The findings showed that over 45.00% of the youth had tried drug, 79.01% whom
had taken the drugs during the past 12 months which include 10.94% of the youth aged 11-15
years old. However, 60.10% of female youth was non-drug abusers including 51.01% of female
youth aged 11-15 years old. On the other hand, over 69.14% of male youth was drug abusers
while 57.40% of them was at the age of 20-25. In addition, 12.35% of them have taken the drugs
at the age of 11-15 years old. Beer is the ultimate drug which the youth have taken during the
latest 12 months at 96.91% and 82.81%. The factors significantly related to the drug abuse
(p<.01) are sex, age and perception of behavior controlled by society. Nevertheless, the factor
significantly related to the drug abuse (p<.05) during the previous 12 months are sex and attitude
on the drugs.

The findings of this research and development led to “Strengthened Community
Development®, It aimed to develop adolescents and community. Regarding to the teenagers, the
development would be conducted through physical, mental, moral and social aspects. Besides,

the community can help support the social progress by stimulating the adolescents to participate
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into the community activities as co-thinkers, participants and/or beneficiary of the community
enhancement. In addition to the operation of the community members, there were also several
activities related to teenager development promotion and drug prevention which need social
support, reinforcement in adolescents and social control meanwhile community leaders and

community activities were important tools for the development.
