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ABSTRACT

Baan Hoh is a new community settled by evacuees of Baan Yang Luang, Tapha
Sub-district, Mae Cham district, Chiang Mai province after the landslide catastrophe. This
research aimed to explore the recovery process of the community after the disaster by building the
new community, and to investigate the self management as part of the community revival.
This study was a qualitative research based on; organizing forums for collecting data, focused
group interviews, and participatory observation with leaders and committees of the village.

According to the study, the revival process after the disaster by setting up the
new community c¢reated two dimensions: 1) the recovery was the collaboration of members who
had close relations grounded from the kinship system and friendship with locals, and solved the
problem by employing informal local cultural values through various activities such as traditions,
community cultures, and labor exchange among their own community which was locally called
“a0 mue ao wan”, 2) it showed the recovery process between the community and outsiders in
order to solve problems which the community was unable to do. This led to the cooperation and
support by an institute of local development organization to recover the community after the
devastation. It was an important process in developing the local organization based on the
principle of people’s participation in mutually thinking, making decision, and planning to get rid

of problems by the way to suit the locality.
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Aecording to the study, then developed to self management of the community in
different aspects which are: 1) land management and development of housing, 2) natural resource
and environment, 3) economy and community’s finance, and 4) society, culture, and community’s
welfare,

Furthermore, they have come up with several ideas and ways of self
management which are, for example: 1) building self improvement mechanism of the
communicty and locality; 2) flexible administrative principles, community democracy, and major
use of local capitals; 3} local process extracted from learning and lessons for development; and
4} adoption of local plans, rules and regulations, and data bases as a developing tool for self

management of the community to reach self-dependence in the future.
